Frequently Asked Questions

1. Where is the Westchester County Sectional?
· The Sectional will be held at a beautiful new location (with free parking, right off the highway, and a ground floor playing area):

2. How do I enter?

· You will automatically receive one entry into the Sweepstakes for every session you play at the Sectional.

· Bonus: If you play in any 5 sessions, you will automatically receive double entries!
· Bonus: If you play in ALL 7 sessions during the sectional weekend, you will automatically receive triple entries! 

The more you play, the better your chances are of winning!
3. When are the sessions?
· On Friday, July 9th, sessions are at 9:30 AM, 1:30 PM, and 7:00 PM

· On Saturday, July 10th, sessions are at 10:00 AM and 3:00 PM

· On Sunday, July 11th, a 2-session Swiss begins at 12:30 PM

4. Do I get one or two entries for playing in the Sunday Swiss?
· Since the Sunday Swiss is a 2-session event, you will get two entries for playing in it. It will also count as two sessions towards bonus entries (see question #2).

5. What happens if my entry is selected for the Grand Prize?

· The Grand Prize Winner will win either $250, $1,000, or the $10,000 Bridge Cruise!

· The winner will be handed 27 sealed envelopes. Each envelope will contain either a $250, $1,000, or $10,000 Bridge Cruise message.

· The winner will open envelopes one at a time until five of the same dollar amounts have been revealed, and that is the prize the winner receives.

6. Of the 27 envelopes, how many have the $10,000 Bridge Cruise, 

$1,000 and $250 messages?

· 5 envelopes have a $10,000 Bridge Cruise, 17 have a $1,000, & 5 have a $250 message

7. If the Grand Prize winner wins either the $250 or $1,000 prize, will 
    the other envelopes be opened to show that there really were five 
     envelopes that contained a $10,000 Bridge Cruise message?
· Yes
8. If I win the $10,000 Bridge Cruise, do I have to take the cruise?
· No, you will receive a check for $10,000 on the spot, and you may use the money 
      for anything you would like!
9.  How will the Grand Prize winner be selected?
· The drawing will be done with the assistance of a computer and witnesses. A random number generator will select the winning entry from an Excel file of all eligible entries. 

10. When will the drawing be held?
· On Sunday, July 11, 2010 during the Swiss event (probably in between two rounds).

11. Does the winner need to be present? 
· No, but it would be great if they were! We would do the envelope drawing during one of the breaks between rounds. If they are not present, we would conduct the envelope drawing with the winner at a mutually convenient time at another event (e.g., Club Stac Game, Sectional, Regional).

12. Who is eligible to participate in the Sweepstakes?
· You must be an ACBL member. Unit 188 Board members (and members of their household) are not eligible to win a prize.

13. Does the Sweepstakes Grand Prize Winner have to sign an affidavit   

       of eligibility and publicity release?
· Yes. This must be signed before the envelope drawing takes place.

14. Does the Sweepstakes Grand Prize Winner have to pay tax on the   

      Grand Prize?
· Yes, if they win either $1,000 or $10,000. The Grand Prize winner will need to complete a W-9 tax form prior to opening any of the 27 envelopes. 

15. Are there any additional prizes that will be awarded?

· Yes, two entrants will win a Circle Line Cruise for two, and four people will win $25 American Express gift cards.
