1. Timing: The Win A $10,000 Bridge Cruise Sweepstakes (the "Sweepstakes") begins on July 9, 2010 and ends on July 11, 2010 (the “Promotion Period”), which is further defined as during the Unit 188 Bob Katz Summer Sectional Bridge Tournament (the “Sectional”).
 
2. Eligibility: Sweepstakes is open only to American Contract Bridge League (“ACBL”) members in the continental United States, Alaska, Hawaii, and the District of Columbia that are in good standing at time of entry. ACBL Unit 188 (the ”Sponsor“) Board members, Marketing Visions Inc. (the ”Administrator“), and each of their respective subsidiaries, affiliates, suppliers, distributors, advertising/promotion agencies, and prize suppliers (collectively, the ”Promotion Entities“), each of their respective employees, officers and directors and the immediate families (spouse, parents, siblings and children) and household members of each such person (whether or not related) are not eligible. Subject to all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations. Void where prohibited. Participation constitutes entrant’s full and unconditional agreement to these Official Rules. Sponsor’s and Administrator’s decisions are final and binding in all matters related to the Sweepstakes. Winning a prize is contingent upon fulfilling all requirements set forth herein.

3. How To Enter: You will automatically receive one (1) entry into the Sweepstakes for every session of bridge (“Session”) you play in at the Sectional. There will be a total of seven (7) Sessions during the Sectional (see Sectional schedule below). If you play in all seven (7) Sessions, you will automatically receive triple sweepstakes entries, which is twenty-one (21) entries. If you play in any five (5) Sessions, you will automatically receive double sweepstakes entries, which is ten (10) entries [or twelve (12) entries if you play in six (6) Sessions]. 

The Sectional will be held at Friendship Worship Center; 261 E. Lincoln Ave., Mount Vernon, NY 10552 and the Session schedule is:

Friday, July 9, 2010 Session #1 at 9:30 AM; Session #2 at 1:30; Session #3 at 7:00 PM

Saturday, July 10, 2010 Session #4 at 10:00 AM; Session #5 at 3:00 PM

Sunday, July 11, 2010 Session #6 and #7 starts at 12:30 PM and is a two-Session playthrough event.

Each Session will cost $13.

To enter without participating in a Session: Starting on June 7, 2010, on a piece of 3" x 5" paper, neatly print your name, ACBL number, complete mailing address, day and evening phone numbers, email address (if any), and date of birth and enclose your completed entry form in an envelope with first-class postage affixed and mail to: Win A $10,000 Bridge Cruise Sweepstakes, P.O. Box 693, Ardsley, NY 10502. All mail-in entries must be received by July 10, 2010. Only one entry per person is allowed per day. Mail-in entries submitted by an individual bearing the same postmark date are declared void. No mechanically reproduced entries accepted. Sponsor is not responsible for entries sent by mail that are not received for any reason, including entries that are lost, late, misdirected, illegible, incomplete, or have postage due. Limit one entry per outer mailing envelope.  All entries become the property of Sponsor and will not be returned.

Regardless of method of Sweepstakes entry, an individual may receive a maximum of twenty-one (21) Sweepstakes entries. Mail-in Sweepstakes entries do not count towards the doubling or tripling of Sweepstakes entries individuals receive by playing in Sectional Sessions.
 
4.  Sweepstakes Drawing: A random drawing (“Drawing”) to select the prize winners will take place on or about July 11, 2010 from all eligible entries received. The drawing will be conducted under the direction of Administrator, an independent judging organization, whose decisions are final in all matters relating to the Sweepstakes.

The Drawing will select all prize winners including one (1) entry (the “Contestant”) who will have the opportunity to win a $10,000 Bridge Cruise, $1,000, or $250 (the “Grand Prize”) as described below. The potential Contestant will be notified in person, by email, telephone, or mail after the random drawing. The potential Contestant will be required to sign and return to Administrator, within ten (10) business days of the date notice is sent, a properly completed IRS form W-9 and an affidavit of eligibility and liability release and (where imposing such condition is legal) a publicity release (collectively, the “Prize Claim Documents”) in order to have the opportunity to win a Grand Prize. If a potential Contestant cannot be contacted, or fails to sign and return the Prize Claim Documents within the required time period, then such potential Contestant may be disqualified and/or otherwise forfeit his or her opportunity to win a Grand Prize. In the event that a potential Contestant is disqualified for any reason, there will be two (2) alternate drawings following the procedure stated above, after which the opportunity to win a Grand Prize will remain unawarded. 

Once the Contestant is selected and his/her eligibility has been confirmed, a representative of the Administrator will visit the Contestant at a mutually convenient time and location. At that visit, the Contestant will then have the opportunity to win a Grand Prize. The Contestant will be handed a set of twenty-seven (27) sealed and uniquely numbered envelopes (“Envelopes”). The set of Envelopes will consist of five (5) envelopes containing the message “Cruise” seventeen (17) envelopes containing the message “$1,000”, and five (5) envelopes containing the message “$250”. The Contestant must open one Envelope at a time until he/she has opened five (5) Envelopes containing messages of the same prize level. The Contestant must stop after five (5) Envelopes containing messages of the same prize level have been revealed, thus determining the prize amount the Contestant wins. If more than five (5) Envelopes for any one (1) prize message have been opened by the Contestant, then the Sponsor is relieved of all liability for that Contestant and no prizes will be awarded. Approximate odds of the Contestant winning the $10,000 Bridge Cruise 1 in 212; the $1,000 prize 210 in 212; and the $250 prize 1 in 212. If the Contestant wins the $10,000 Bridge Cruise, he/she will receive a check for $10,000 and is not required to go on a Bridge Cruise (the Contestant may use the $10,000 in any manner he/she desires).

If the Contestant makes any false statement in any document referenced above, and has won a Sweepstakes Prize, the Contestant will be required to promptly return to Sponsor upon demand the cash equivalent of the prize won.

Winners are responsible for the payment of taxes on the prize and any other expenses not specifically described above relating to the use of the prize. Approximate Retail Value (“ARV”) of all prizes is $10,240. Prize will be awarded to the person whose name is on the entry.  If a potential winner cannot be contacted, the potential winner forfeits the prize and an alternate prize winner may be selected. Potential winners must continue to comply with all terms and conditions of these Official Rules, and winning is contingent upon fulfilling all requirements. In the event a potential winner is disqualified for any reason, Sponsor will award the applicable prize to an alternate winner by random drawing from among all remaining eligible entries. There will be two (2) alternate drawings following the procedure stated above, after which the prize in question will remain unawarded.   
 7. Disputes: Except where prohibited, entrant agrees that: (1) any and all disputes, claims and causes of action arising out of or connected with this Sweepstakes or any prize awarded shall be resolved individually, without resort to any form of class action, and exclusively by the appropriate court located in the state of New York; (2) any and all claims, judgments and awards shall be limited to actual out-of-pocket costs incurred, including costs associated with entering this Sweepstakes, but in no event attorneys' fees; and (3) under no circumstances will entrant be permitted to obtain awards for, and entrant hereby waives all rights to claim, indirect, punitive, incidental and consequential damages and any other damages, other than for actual out-of-pocket expenses, and any and all rights to have damages multiplied or otherwise increased.
